ATTRACTIVE LIVING SPACE

THROUGH SUSTAINABLE TIMBER CONSTRUCTION

The Miramonte residential development comprises five
solid timber semi-detached houses with a total of ten
residential units, designed by the architectural firm
Sailer ZT GmbH on behalf of Osterreichische
Bundesforste AG. The aim was to create an economical
development that blends harmoniously into the
surroundings. The arrangement of the buildings takes
privacy and views into account for each unit. Two
repeating apartment types enabled serial production,
with the first house serving as a prototype. The buildings
are made of KLH® - CLT, which remains visible on the
inside. Wood fiber insulation and rough-sawn larch
formwork characterize the construction. Wood also
dominates in the interior, with floors and load-bearing
walls. A central basement houses the heat supply (wood
pellet boiler) as well as the electrical and water

distribution systems to save floor space. Two buildings
are equipped with PV systems, which are used via a
communal generation system. This residential complex
combines sustainable construction, modern
architecture, and a respectful approach to the
impressive Alpine landscape to create a future-oriented
living concept.
